General Assembly Votes

Selected Votes from the 2001 Legidative Session

Compiled from official legidative records by Sephen Daniels and John Rustin

The 2001 Regular Session of the North
Carolina General Assembly will go on
record as the longest legislative session in
state history. Contributing to the length of
the session were a slim 62—-58 Democratic
majority in the House, a state budget
shortfall that lead the General Assembly to
raise over $1 billion in new taxes over the
2001-2003 biennium, and contentious
battles over drawing new district maps for
the State House, State Senate and U.S.
Congress.

Following the terrorist attacks on New
York and Washington, D.C. on September
11, 2001, the legislature also took steps to
enact laws to protect the state from terrorist
attacks and to provide Governor Michael F.
Easley accessibility to the State’s “rainy
day” fund to pay for these efforts.

The General Assembly convened on
January 24 under the cloud of an estimated
revenue shortfall, which grew to nearly
$800 million by the time the state budget
was eventually approved in late September.
Despite the revenue shortfall, the budget
increased by $400 million—from $14
billion in the 2000-2001 fiscal year to $14.4
billion in the 2001-2002 fiscal year.

Included in the Governor’s two-year
budget package, recommended to the
General Assembly near the beginning of the
session, was $300 million in lottery
proceeds for the second year. This was not
received well by many lawmakers, since the
State does not currently have a lottery and
would have to enact a lottery for these funds
to be available. Throughout the session,
Governor Easley pressured legislators to
approve a lottery. However, a strong
coalition of lottery opponents also main-
tained a consistent effort to educate
legislators on the harm a lottery would bring
to North Carolina. At the time this paper
went to press, the General Assembly had
not taken any formal action on lottery

legislation other than a public hearing on
October 1.

A bill, which would undermine mar-
riage by abolishing the common law torts of
“alienation of affection” and “criminal
conversation,” passed the House but was
halted in the Senate. Legislation to provide
special legal protection to individuals based
on their “sexual orientation” did not pass.
And a bill to gut NC’s abstinence education
law was stopped dead in its tracks.
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One significant bill passed this session
clarifies that the Ten Commandments may
be posted in public school buildings and
requires that all public schools teach
character education. The bill also requires
instruction in North Carolina history and
geography and in civic and citizenship
education and directs local school boards to
adopt reasonable dress code policies for
students.

This issue of Findingsincludes informa-
tion on these and other selected votes taken
by the House and Senate during the 2001
Regular Legislative Session. Throughout
the session, we reported on the progress of
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many of the bills that are listed here.

This report is not intended to be a
“voter’s guide,” although many citizens are
interested in how different legislators view
different issues. You may want to use the
information contained herein to talk with
your legislator(s) about their views on
particular issues.

Resear ching Votes

If you are interested in researching how
the members of the General Assembly
voted on certain issues yourself, two
primary options are available. You can
either visit the General Assembly library in
Raleigh or access the General Assembly
website over the internet.

The General Assembly library is located
on the second floor of the legislative
building at 116 West Jones Street in
downtown Raleigh. The library has every
bill introduced during the session, copies of
all amendments approved on the floor of the
House or Senate, copies of all conference
reports on bills and copies of all recorded
House and Senate floor votes. If you can’t
find what you need, the legislative librarians
are extremely knowledgable and are always
very helpful. The legislative library phone

You can also access legislative informa-
tion via your computer. The General
Assembly website is located at
www.ncleg.net and contains a variety of
information including phone numbers and
addresses of legislators, legislative commit-
tee assignments and bill information. Voting
records can be found in the “History of
Votes” section of the “Bill Information”
page. Votes are listed by legislator but do
not include the text of bills, floor amend-
ments or conference reports. You may have
to conduct additional research to locate the
correct version of the bill in order to
determine what issue actually was being
considered by legislators.

House 3rd Reading vote on the HCS for HB 142-Amend Marriage Statutes. 125-H

The HCSfor HB 142 would modify the Sate’s marriage laws including expanding those authorized to perform
marriages, prohibiting minors under 14 from marrying, and changing the conditions for other minorsto marry.

House vote to concur with the SCS for HB 195-N.C. History Taught/Student Citizen Act of 2001. 1021-H
The SCSfor HB 195 would require: North Carolina history and geography in the fourth and eighth grades;

civic and citizenship education in high school and middle school; character education in all public schoals;

reasonable dress code policies; and would clarify that the Ten Commandments may be displayed on school property.

House 3rd Reading vote on the HCS2 for HB 231-Education Revenue Act. 1190-H
The HCS2 for HB 231 would: authorize a local half-cent local salestax increase; create a new 8.25 percent tax

bracket for higher wage earners; impose new taxes on liquor; repeal the $1,500 tax cap on luxury vehicles;

eliminate the marriage tax penalty and increase the child tax credit by 2003; and initiate a “ sales tax holiday,”

during which time purchases of clothes, school supplies, and computers would be exempt from sales tax.

House vote on Amendment # 1 to the HCS2 for HB 275-Infant Homicide Prevention Act. 366-H
Amendment by Rep. Edgar Sarnes (R-Caldwell) to prohibit married parents from legally abandoning an infant.

House 3rd Reading vote on the HCS2 for HB 275-Infant Homicide Prevention Act. 367-H
The HCS2 for HB 275 would decriminalize the abandonment of infants under seven days of age.

House 2nd Reading vote on HB 568-Schools Must Protect Student & Family Privacy. 506-H

HB 568 would prohibit public schools from requiring students to participate in a survey, analysis or evaluation
that reveals certain information about the student without obtaining the prior written consent of the student’s parent.

House 3rd Reading vote on HB 576-Abolish Alienation of Affection/Criminal Conversation. 270-H
HB 576 would abolish the common law torts of alienation of affections and criminal conversation.

The HCSfor HB 941 would authorize cities and countiesin North Carolina with populations of 100,000 or more to
prohibit discrimination in employment, housing and public accommodations based on specific criteria.

Reading the Vote Charts: What the Symbols Mean

The votes in this edition of Findings are taken from the actual tally sheets on which the votes are recorded. These tally sheets are provided by the
offices of the House and Senate clerks after each day’s session. The sheets include information such as the date and time of the vote; the vote
sequence number; the subject of the vote - whether an amendment, a reading (there are two reading votes on each bill), a conference report, concur-
rence, or other; the bill sponsor; the version of the bill; the legislative day number; the presiding officer; and the votes.

We have reported the votes as they occurred with some explanation of the vote, instead of trying to show whether or not members voted the way
we thought they should. Charts for both the House and Senate use “Y” for those voting “yes,” and “N” for those voting “no.” Other symbols differ for
the two houses. The House uses: “EA” for “excused absence,” “EV” for “excused vote,” and “NV” for “not voting.” The Senate uses: “E” for
“excused,” “NC” for “not cast,” and “A” for “absent.” The letters “HCS”” and “SCS” at the end of a bill number stands for “House Committee
Substitute” or “Senate Committee Substitute” respectively.

The Speaker of the House votes at his pleasure, while the Lieutenant Governor, who normally presides over the Senate, cannot vote except to
break a tie.

S390 Senate 2nd Reading vote on SB 390-Education on Physician-Assisted Suicide.
SB 390 would require the North Carolina Medical Board to implement policies to train and educate physicians on
issues related to physician-assisted suicide.

5499 SCS Senate 2nd Reading vote on the SCS for SB 499-Amend Adoption Laws.
The SCSfor SB 499 would: allow a biological parent seven days to revoke their consent to an adoption; allow for
the release of identifying information to the birth parents and adoptive parents with prior mutual written consent;
and allow individuals to advertise publicly that they want to adopt.

$798 SCS Senate 3rd Reading vote on the SCS for SB 798-Senate Redistricting.
The SCSfor SB 798 would determine Sate Senate legidative districts for the next 10 years.

5898 Senate 2nd Reading vote on SB 898-The Student Citizen Act of 2001.
SB 898 would: requireinstruction in civic and citizenship education in high school and middle school; require
character education ingtruction in all public schools and expand character education to include instruction in
“responsibility for school safety,” “ service to others” and “ good citizenship;” and require public schools to adopt
reasonable dress code policies.

S1005 SCS2  Senate 3rd Reading on the SCS2 for SB 1005-The Appropriations Act of 2001.
The SCS2 for SB 1005 would direct Sate appropriations for the 2001-02 and 2002-03 fiscal years.

S1032 SCS  Senate 2nd Reading vote on the SCS for SB 1032-Minors’ Internet Access.
The SCSfor SB 1032 would direct public libraries and the Sate Board of Education to adopt policies to protect
minors from accessing obscene material through the Internet and modify various penalties for disseminating
obscenities to minors and accessing obscenities via government computers.

H142 SCS2  Senate 2nd Reading vote on the SCS2 for HB 142-Amend Marriage Statutes.
The SCK2 for HB 142 would modify the State’s marriage laws including expanding those authorized to perform
marriages, prohibiting minors under 14 years of age from marrying, and changing the conditions for other minors
to marry.

H195SCS  Senate vote on amendment #1 to the SCS for HB 195-N.C. History Taught/Student Citizen Act of 2001.
Amendment by Sen. Ellie Kinnaird (D-Orange) to delete the language clarifying that the Ten Commandments
may be posted in public schools.

H195 SCS  Senate vote on Amendment #2 to the SCS for HB 195-N.C. History Taught/Student Citizen Act of 2001.
Amendment by Sen. David Hoyle (D-Gaston) to limit the dress code policy to students and not to teachers and
other staff.

H195SCS  Senate 2nd Reading vote on the SCS for HB 195-N.C. History Taught/Student Citizen Act of 2001.
The SCSfor HB 195 would require: North Carolina history and geography in the fourth and eighth grades; civic
and citizenship education in high school and middle school; character education in all public schools; reasonable
dress code policies; and would clarify that the Ten Commandments may be displayed on school property.

H275SCS  Senate 3rd Reading vote on the SCS for HB 275-Infant Homicide Prevention Act.
The SCSfor HB 275 would decriminalize the abandonment of infants under seven days of age.

H576 Senate vote on Amendment #1 to HB 576—Abolish Alienation of Affection/Criminal Conversation.
Amendment by Sen. Frank Ballance (D-Warren) to create a “ complete defense” to the action of alienation of
affectionsiif “ the spouse whose affections were allegedly alienated consented to the conduct giving rise to the cause
of action.” (HB 576 would abolish the common law torts of alienation of affections and criminal conversation.)

H576 Senate vote on motion to table HB 576-Abolish Alienation of Affection/Criminal Conversation.
Motion by Sen. Hugh Webster (R-Caswell) to table HB 576, which would effectively kill the bill.

H948 SCS  Senate 2nd Reading vote on the SCS for HB 948-Redefine “Special ABC Area”.
The SCSfor HB 948 would modify various alcohol lawsincluding: expanding the definition of “ Special ABC
Areas;” reducing the distance requirement between churches, public schools or church schools and
establishments with permits to sell alcohol; and lowering the legal age from 16 to 14 for youth to work at
establishments that serve alcohol but only if the 14 or 15 year old hastheir parent’s consent and works “ on the
outside grounds of the premises for a purpose that does not involve the preparation, serving, dispensing, or
sale of alcoholic beverages.”

H1143 Senate 2nd Reading vote on the 2nd Edition of HB 1143-Sports Club ABC Permits.
HB 1143 would authorize the sale of alcohol in sports clubs and residential private clubs statewide.

H1468 SCS  Senate 2nd Reading vote on the SCS for HB 1468—Certain Weapons of Mass Destruction.
The SCSfor HB 1468 would create criminal penalties for the manufacture, assembly, possession, storage,
trangportation, sale, purchase, delivery or acquisition of nuclear, biological, or chemical weapons of mass
destruction. It would also criminalize the use, false reporting, or perpetration of a hoax involving these weapons.
